The Ceremony of Laying the Foundation Stone of the Building

[ To house the Unesco and Seames Offices
Friday, Janvary 3, 1969

Your Excellency,

I myself and Ministry of Education officials fecl greatly honoured
by, and deeply appreciative of, Your Excellency’s kindness in coming to
preside over the Ceremony of Laying the Foundation Stone of the
building to house the offices of 2 international organizations, namely,
the Regional Office for Asia of the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization and the Southeast Asian Ministers
of Education Secretariat or SEAMES.

On this occasion I should like to present to Your Excellency an
account in brief of the co-operation between Thailand and the two
organizations. At the end of the Second World War, there were founded
the United Nations Organization and its specialized agencies. Thailand’s
attempt to co-operate with these bodies is evidenced by its eagerness to

become a member at the earliest possible moment. In particular, it was
admitted to Unesco on January 1, B.E. 2492 (1949 A.D.), and at present

our membership in the Organization has already passed the 20" year
mark. After Thailand became Uncsco member, experts were sent to work
in various projects such as the educational project which was known as the
Chachoengsao Project. As the number of projects increasced, so did the
number of experts, and it was necessary to establish the Office of the
Chief Expert, which was originally located in the Ministry of Education.

Later on, the Office was moved to several other locations and was

finally installed in a group of rooms in the building which had
formerly housed the now-defunct Minisiry of Culture on the Sanam Sua
Pa compound.

i
:
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In B.E. 2503 (1960 A.D.) Unesco adopted the principle of assisting
the member nations by regional groups such as the South America group,
the Middle East group and the Asia group. For each group there had to
be an office called -“Regional Office”. As regards the Regional Office
for Asia, Unesco put to the Thai government a request to place it in

Bangkok. As a result, the Office of the Chief Expert was expanded to
become the Regional Office for Asia. It was also felt that a "newly-

constructed building was nceded to house the Regional Office.

Late in B.E. 2508 (1965 A.D.) Unesco held a conference of the
Ministers of Education of the Asia group in Bangkok. On November

30, the day following the close of the conference, the Ministers of
Education of some Southeast Asian countries met at the Thai Ministry
of Education to discuss possible mutual co-operation and assistance in
education. This meeting resulted in the establishment of the Office of
the Secretariat of the Organization of the Ministers of Education of
the Southeast Asia group which is called SEAMES for short. This was
an interim office with Dr. Kaw Swasdi Panich as its acting director. It
was first located within the Ministry of Education and was afterward
moved to "the Educational Materials Center on the Teachers Council
compound.

Early in B.E. 2511 (1968 A.D.) the Southeast Asian Ministers of

Education met in Singapore at the 3" annual conference of the Southeast
Asian Ministers of Education Council, and voted on February 6 to put
the permanent SEAMES Office in Bangkok and to appoint Mr. Sukich
Nimmanheminda as the first Director of the Office. It is noteworthy
here that Unesco has given its endorsement of SEAMES ever since the
inception of the latter.

The need for a building to house the Unesco Regional Office
has already been recognized. Now SEAMES is adding a new weight to
this need, so the Ministry of Education presented the case to Your
Excellency and to the Cabinet, With Your Excellency’s kind support, the
Cabinet thus saw fit to grant a sum of 12 million baht for construction
of the building. The Ministry of Education will therefore proceed to
have the building constructed for use by Unesco and SEAMES. Under
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i this arrangement some economy will be achieved in that certain parts
‘ of the building, such as the main conference room and the dining room, I
can be shared by both the Organizations.

The site of the building for these two Offices is on Sukhumvit ‘
L,% Road with an area of 6.2 rai. The building will be 5-storeyed, square- r
! shaped and 35 meters long on each side. Mr. Khian Suwansingh and

| M.R. Biradej Chakrabandhu are the architects, and Mr. Kumut Kiatfuangfoo
- and Mr. Niyom Riansuwan the engineers. The Wiwat Construction
‘ Limited Partnership won the bid to construct the building at 1.6 million
baht. A separate bid is yet to be held for construction of the furniture.

Your Excellency, the auspicious moment has arrived, and I beg
to obtain your permission for the Director of the Unesco Regional
Office and the Director of SEAMES respectively to deliver their
addresses. And then, to augur well for international co-operation, I
respectfully beg Your Excellency to be so kind as to deliver an address
and lay the foundation stone of this building which will house the Offices

of the two Organizations.




Address of Mr. Raja Roy Singh

Your Excellency, Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is a great honour and privilege for me, on this happy occa-
sion, to bring you the greetings and felicitations of Unesco. On behalf
of Unesco, I wish also to express specially the Organization’s apprecia-
tion and gratitude to the Government of Thailand, His Excellency the
Prime Minister, His Excellency the Minister of Education and the
Thailand National Commission for the generous cooperation with
which the Government and the people of Thailand have always supported
and aided Unesco’s programmes and activities. The present memorable
occasion is yet another landmark in this continuing cooperative part-
nership. We in the Organization value it highly and look forward with
confidence to its strengthening and deepening in the coming years.

I should like to pay my tribute of appreciation to the officers
of the Ministry of Education, notably the Design and Construction
Division, for their interest and careful planning which have made it
possible for the building to come into existence, providing a home to

Unesco’s Regional Office for Education in Asia. We will now find
ourselves among visible representations of Unesco’s major fields of

service: the Planetarium, opening on the magic casement of scientific
knowledge, a school, for the advancement of education, temples and
people from all walks of life, for culture and social sciences. Moreover,
our close and friendly association with SEAMES is an example of how
organizations may cooperate with one another to achieve the common

goal of betterment of mankind.
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The present occasion is deeply significant to us in yet another
way. It marks almost to a day the 20th anniversary of Thailand’s

membership of Unesco. It was on 1 January 1949 that Thailand first

entered as Member State of Unesco. On that day the feundation was
laid for a cooperative endeavour which through the years has grown
and multiplied in many directions. The building of which the foundation
stone is laid today is therefore to our mind also a symbol of this

fruitful association which has been forged and tempered by twenty years
of working iogether.

Unesco’s action is essentially a two-way traffic in cooperation,
each Member State giving to the community of nations as well as
receiving from it. This concept is exemplified in a remarkable way
in the cooperative relationship with Thailand over the last twenty years.
Thailand has taken a leading part in all programmes of Unesco—
scientific, cultural and educational. It has served on the Organization’s
decision-making bodies; it has received a number of fellows for study
here, and acted as a most generous host for important international

conferences and meetings. It was here in Bangkok that a few years

ago the Asian Development Plan for Education was formulated and
serves as a guide to the perspectives of Asian educational development

in the coming decade. I may recall that the occasion of that conference
also provided the opportunity for the first meeting of the Ministers of
Education of Southeast Asian countries which ultimately led to the
establishment of SEAMES.

With characteristic generosity the Government of Thailand
assisted in the establishment of Unesco’s Regional Office for Education
in Asia in Bangkok, following an agreement with Unesco signed in

September 1961. It symbolised the leading role that Thailand has

played in promoting regional cooperation.
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Unesco’s programmes in Thailand date back twenty years ago
when the first mission came here at the.request of the Government in

February 1949. Since then more than 100 specialists have carried out

various assignments in the country; over 200 persons were given
fellowships for training and study abroad and about 26 projects have
been implemented. Mention may be made in particular of such land-
marks as the Chachoengsao Educational Pilot Project, the Thailand-Unesco
Fundamental Education Centre at Ubol, the Thailand Unesco Rural
Teacher Education Project, the Bangkok Institute of Child Study, the
Thai National Documentation Centre, the Reading Materials Project,
Pilot Project for Chemistry Teaching, etc. The experiences gained
from many of these projects have travelled beyond Thailand and influenced
similar projects in other countries—another example of the two-way
traffic in cooperation. In addition, Unesco is the executing agency for
two Special Fund projects at the Thonburi Technical Institute.

As mentioned earlier, Thailand has been a nerve-centre of
regional cooperation in Asia and an active participant in the regional
programmes that Unesco has been supporting through its Unesco
Regional Office for Education in Asia. Thanks to the hospitality of
the Government of Thailand and the support of Member States in Asia,
the activities and programmes of the Regional Office have been expanding
rapidly and now cover all the wmain sectors of education, namely,
educational planning and administration, teacher education, educational
research and curriculum development, and school buildings. In addition
it serves the nineteen Member States in Asia, from Iran to the Republic
of Korea, through its clearing-house programmes. Every year hundreds
of scholars and specialists from all over Asia get together in the

regional meetings, seminars and workshops organized or assisted by the
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Office. The Office distributes about 30,000 documents every year to
Member States in Asia, disseminating information about education. Itis
therefore a matter of deep gratification to us that we can look forward
now to having a building where our expanding activities can be suitably
accommodated. On behalf of Unesco, may I express once again our

gratitude to the Government of Thailand, and our felicitations on this

memorable occasion.

Your Excellency, Mr. Directors, Ladies and Gentlemen,

It gives me great pleasure to be able to come today to this
Ceremony of Laying the Foundation Stone of the building to house the
offices of the two international Organizations. On behalf of His
Majesty’ s Government, I would like to extend the best wishes to the
two Organizations, and to assure them of my country’s wholehearted
support of their operation so that education may continue to flourish.

His Majesty’s Government has constanly been aware of the
importance of education in national development, and considers educa-
tion to be an element vital to manpower preparation of the country.
It is thus gratifying that Thailand and many other countries have been
rendered assistance by various international organizations that enables
them 1o achieve goals commensurate with their needs.

One highly impressive thing is the educational cooperation among

various nations. This constructive activity which benefits all mankind
must be ranked with the noblest of man’s efforts. What is done in
education will be felt for a long time to come, and those who have a
part in effecting an educational program that yields productive crops
to a nation or to the world should justifiably be rewarded with anever-
waning sense of pride and satisfaction.

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A Brief History and Activities
of

THE SOUTHEAST ASIAN MINISTERS OF EDUCATION ORGANIZATION

1. Origin and Objectives

1.1 The Southeast Asian Ministers of Education Organization was
established in 1965 to promote regionalcooperation among the Southeast
Asian nations through education.

1.2 The member countries are Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, the
Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and the Republic of Vietnam. These
countries are represented by their respective Ministers of Education

who constitute the Southeast Asian Ministers of Education Council
(SEAMEC). SEAMEC has a Secretariat (SEAMES) which is located

in Bangkok, Thailand, and is staffed by officials from various
member countries. The Director of the Interim SEAMES is Dr. Kaw
Swasdi Panich and the Director-Designate of the Permanent SEAMES
is Mr. Sukich Nimmanheminda, former Thai Ambassador to the

United States.

1.3 Since the Southeast Asian Ministers of Education Organization

took shape in 1965 (at the time of Mr. Eugene Black’s meeting
with the Ministers in Bangkok), vérious important developments
have evolved. After the signing of the Charter in Singapore in
February 1968 and the subsequent ratification by five of the
member countries, the Organization has now attained a legal status.

Worth mentioning is also the creation of the various concrete

educational projects. These are described below.

2. Major Projects

2.1 The major projects, which were approved at the Second Minis-

o rial C(;nference in Manila in 1966, are the following :
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1. The six National Tropical Medicine Centres located in
Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, the Philippines, Thailand, the
Republic of Yietnam, with a Central Coordinating Board
located in Bangkok.

2. The Regional Center for Graduate Study and Research in
Agriculture located in Los Banos in the Philippines.

3. The Regional Centre for FEducation in Science and

Mathematics located in Penang, Malaysia.
4. The Regional English Language Centre situated in Singapore.

The Third Ministerial Conference in Singapore in February,

1968, approved the development of further projects as follows.
5. The Regional Centre for Training, Research and Post-

Graduate Study in Tropical Biology situated in Bogor,

Indonesia.

6. The Regional Centre for FEducational Innovation and
Technology located in Saigon. This project in still in the
formulation stage.

2.2 Various other projects have been proposed at the annual
Miunisterial Conferences, but have not yet received final approval
by SEAMEC. Examples of some of these proposed projects are a
regional Merchant Marine Academy, and a joint-project with the
East-West Cenlre on the Preservation of archival materials.

. Funding

3.1 The basic funding plan for the various SEAMEC projects was

laid out at the Second Ministerial Conference held in Manila in
1966. At that Counference Mr. Eugene Black reaffirmed the pledge
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of the U.S. Government to provide 50 percent of the operational
and capital costs; the other half of the operational cost would
be secured from non-U.S. Government sources on a bilateral and
multilateral basis from privatedonors and{rom the member countries.

For the first three years (1967-1969), the operational costs
for SEAMES in Bangkok are covered by contributions from the
member countries and a generous grant from the Ford Foundation.
3.2 The idea of creating a fund-raising advisory board, to assist
SEAMES in ils assigned lask of raisiug Special Funds primarily
for studenl participation in the various Projects, was presented
at the Third SEAMEC Project Directors/High Officials Meeting
held = in  Chiengmai, Thailaud, in November, 1968. This
fund-raising advisory board would be composed of leading influen-
tial persons from public and private enterprises in the various
SEAMEC member countries. This proposal will be considered at the

Fourth Ministerial Conference in Djakaria in January 1969.

Other Issues

4.1 Other questions that will be taken under advisement at the
Djakarta Conference arc the legal aspects 'of the regional centres,
the rclationships belween individual projects, the host country and
SEAMES, and the relationship beiween SEAME(Q and unon-SEAMEC
countries.

4.2 As the SEAMEC projects become more and more well established
and as new projects begin, the task of SEAMEC and SEAMES will
shift to the important task of looking ahead and formulating plans

and programs that will expand and expedite the development of

regional education projects in Southeast Asia.
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A Brief History and Activities
of
THE UNESCO REGIONAL OFFICE FOR EDUCATION IN ASIA"

Introduction

Unesco-the United Nations Educalional, Scientific and Cultural
Organization~was officially established in Paris on 4th November 1946.
Its constitution had been drawn up in London by representatives of
forty~four countries before the end of the Second World War. This was

the first modern attempt to create an intergovernmental intellectual

organization intended to contribute to the defence of peace in the
development of understanding among peoples through the advancement
and expansion of national ecducation system, and of scientific and
cultural resources. The preamble to the Unesco Constitution statfes, in

€

part, “... the wide diffusion of culture, and the education of humanity
for justice and liberty and peace are indispensable to the dignity of
man and constitute a sacred duty which all nations must {ulfil in a
spirit of mutual assistance and concern”.!

Unesco, therefore, sets out “to contribute to peace and sccurity

by promoting collaboration » ng the nations, through education, science
and culture in order to furtiic 1niversal respect for justice, for the
rule of law, and for the human rights and fundamental freedoms which
are affirmed for the peoples of the World, without distinction of race,

sex, language or religion, by the Charter of the United Nations.!

Paris, 1968 (Unesco Information Manuals )
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Unesco’s programme and hudget for each two years are adopted
by a General Conference composed of all its 1222 Member States (an
increase of ahout 4009% over the membership at its first session in
1946). An Executive Board composed also of representatives of the
governments of Member States supervises the execution of the pro-
gramme and the administration of the budget. Unesco’s work is planned
and co-ordinated by its Secretariat in Paris under the supervision of
its Director-General, Mr. René Maheu of France.

The Secretariat is divided into six principal sectors, as follows:

Education; Natural Sciences; Social Sciences, Human Sciences and Culture;

Communication; Administration; and International Standards and Legal

Affairs. Forming an integral part of the Secrctarial are eight regional

offices and centres throughout the world, of which the Regional Office

for Education in Asia at Bangkok is one.

For day-to-day contacts with the Secretariat, about 95 Member
States have set up permanent delegations to Unesco, with offices in
Paris. Further, each Member State has, as stipulated in Unesco’s Con-
stitution, a National Commission created by its government (and not by
Unesco) to act as an advisory and liaison agcn'l‘, between the government
and the Unesco Secretariat. This booklet has been printed at the insti~
gation of the Thailand National Commission for Unesco, and is a gra-

phic example of collaboration toward a common goal.

Unesco in the Asian Region

In the more than twenty-two years since the signing of its Con-

stitution, Unesco has attempted to provide technical assistance in

education toward development on an international regional scale in Asia

and at the national level to each of its Member States of the region.
On the regional scale, for instance, in Karachi in January 1960,
representatives of 17 Member States, meeting under the auspices of
Unesco, proposed to the governments of Asian countries a plan tenta-
tively to be achieved by 1980, for seven years of free and compulsory

education for all children. Since the formulation of this “Karachi

R N ,

Plan”, Unesco has provided projections of the buildings, teachers and
equipmnent required and the probable costs, has held Conferences and
seminars on the problems and constraints of planning and implement-
ation of national education programmes and has published and dissemi-

nated studies and statistics on the key aspects of this parabolic

expansion.

Simultaneously, principally through Technical Assistance and
Special Fund sectors of the United Nations Development Programme,
with Unesco as executing agency, hundreds of Unesco specialists in
educational planning and statistics, in primary and secondary edUéation,
in technical and vocational education, in teacher training, science tea—
ching, women’s education or textbook editing and publishing, in psy-

chometrics or agricultural education, have been and are at work, often

y: in co-operation with other United Nations Agency specialists, in the
{ ministries, the institutes and, most of all, in the schools and labo-

ratories of the 19 Member States of the Asian region.

It is the function of the Unesco Regional Office for Education
in Asia to assist (a) ti_i_l_'g_c_tl}_f_, in the making of studies, collecting sta-
tistics and publishing and diffusing the informalion; and (b) indirectly,

in. the co-ordination of the work of institutes and specialists in the

expansion of education in all of the Member countries throughout the
region,
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The Unesco Regional Office

On 2nd December 1961, the Unesco Regional Office for Fducation
in Asia was opened by H.E. Mom Luang Pin Malakul, Minister of Edu-
cation of Thailand. His speech was followed by an address by H.E.

Thanat Khoman, Minister of Foreign Affairs. The first Director of the

Regional Office, Dr. AFMXKX. Rahman, also gave a stalement. The
Office was then located in the Culture Building, Sanam Sna Pa, Bangkok.

While the Regional Office is financed through the regular budget
of Unesco, the Government of Thailand generously provides the premises
and makes a fixed cash contribution to the Regional Office. The new

building will be the realization of many years of planning.

Aim and functions

The functions of the Regional Office relate to regional pro-

grammes and activities at all levels of education. They may be

divided into iwo main categories: (1) co-ordinaling and promotional
functions; (2) technical and advisory functions. These functions are

carried out through missions, studies, meetings, documentation and

publications.

1. Co-ordinating and promotional functions

a) To stimulate and assist Member States in the region in
the implementation of the Karachi Plan.
b) To provide general supervision and guidance of the Unesco
e programme in education in the region, including con-

tinuous liaison with Member States, and the Unesco

experts assigned to national projects.
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¢) To co-operate with other U.N. Agencies and organizations
whose activities bear on the development of education.
.d) To provide supervision, guidance and assistance to the

following Regional Institutes and programmes:
i. The Asian Institute of Educational Planning and
Administration, New Delhi;

ii. The Asian Institute for Teacher Educators, Quezon
City;

iti. The Asian Regional Institute for School Building Re-
search, Colombo;

iv. The Unesco-NIER (National Institute of Educational
Research, Japan) Regional Programme in Educatipnal
Research, Tokyo;

v. The Unesco Pilot Project in Chemistry Teaching, Bangkok.

e) To co-operate with other regional institutions whose work
corresponds to that of Unesco.

f) To promote Special Fund projects in the field of secondary

education.

2. Technical and advisory functions

The Regional Office gives technical and advisory services to
pational projects, financially supported by UNICEF. There are at present
28 Unesco/UNICEF-assisted projects in the region, for which technical
and advisory services are provided by the Regional Office at all stages:

project identification, project formulation, technical scrutiny of plans

of operations, and review of implenientation. These projects cover the

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following fields: teacher training, science teaching, primary education,
secondary education, community education, adult education, technical and
vocational education, pre-vocational training, industrial arts, and edu-
cational planning and development.

The Regional Office also provides documentary and information
services to Member States, to Unesco field experts, and to interested
institutions and individuals throughout the world. Materials are acquired
through purchase, gifts, exchange, and through members of the Office
staff who gather documents while on missions.

Dissemination of information and results of studies is made
through a number of publications issued by the Regional Office. The
periodical publication is the semi-annual Bulletin, begun in September
1966, the first issue of which comprised a review of Educational Pro-
gress in the Asian Region. Other recent publications include the

Directory of Eduacational Research Institutions in the Asian Region,

which aims at promoting contacts and cxchange of information and

experience relating to educational research in the region; Investment in

Education, the report and working papers of a seminar on educational

planning; and several books on aspects of teacher training prepared at

the Regional Institute for Teacher Educators,
